I am pleased to submit the nomination of Professor Guy Vincent 

for the CAG President's Award of 2024. Professor Vincent retired 

from teaching at the University of Moncton in July 2023 after 30 

years of dedicated service as a professor and department head of 

History and Geography. His contributions to the Canadian 

geographer community, both within the CAG and ACAG, have 

been outstanding. An active member of the CAG since 1988, he 

distinguished himself as the President of the Atlantic Regional 

Division (ACAG) from 2007 to 2010 and as the treasurer of 

ACAG from 2010 to 2022. His steadfast commitment, diligence, and enthusiasm for contributing 

to the growth of ACAG earned him the Stuart Semple Award for his contribution to geographical 

education in Atlantic Canada in 2022.  

 

In addition to his contributions to the effective governance of the Atlantic Regional Division, he 

has also played a significant role in the development of French-language geography at the 

University of Moncton. A proud representative of the French-speaking community in Atlantic 

Canada, he is a champion of bilingualism and has advocated for the rights of Francophone 

geographers within the CAG.  

 

It is a great honor for me to submit his nomination in recognition of the meaningful and sustained 

contributions he has made to the CAG. To borrow the title of one of his courses, he has co- 

constructed quite a "human odyssey" over the years through his involvement in the CAG and 

ACAG.
